Following the devastating earthquake in China’s 
central Sichuan province, a major disaster relief effort 
was launched by leading international aid agencies. 
Macquarie staff have given generously to support the 
significant relief efforts in the region. Numerous 
contributions via both personal donations and 
fundraising have been made to registered aid 
agencies to assist people affected by the quake 
throughout China and at the time of going to press, 
Macquarie staff have contributed more than 
$US130,000. 

Macquarie’s support has helped agencies undertake 
urgent relief work including the distribution of quilts 
and blankets, tents and other shelter materials, as well 
as basic food supplies and child-friendly kits for 
families. 

Dan Phillips, Executive Director from Macquarie 
Capital in Shanghai, chose to raise money for 
UNICEF when he participated in China’s Great Wall 
Marathon. UNICEF supported the early relief efforts in 
China following the earthquake by providing water, 
blankets, food and tents. 

“Given the impact this disaster has had on children in 
particular, I am pleased to be able to choose a 
leading children’s charity for this much needed 
money,” Dan explained.

Dan is pictured above in the lead position in the 
marathon that involved running nine kilometres of the 
Great Wall of China and up thousands of steps.
Finishing the 42-kilometre course in fifth position, Dan 
achieved an incredible result and was part of the 
biggest Great Wall Marathon to date.

Pledges and funding towards Dan’s participation in 
the marathon totalled more than $US61,000. 
Including matching support from the Macquarie 
Group Foundation, UNICEF will receive more than 
$US123,000 to support ongoing relief and 
rehabilitation work in the affected regions.

Staff also supported the Hong Kong Red Cross 
through the collection of donations in the Hong Kong 
office. The Real Estate Group raised more than 
$US6400 and the Information Technology Group 
contributed more than $US9700. With additional 
individual staff donations totalling $US32,600, 
Macquarie staff’s total contribution to Hong Kong 
Red Cross exceeded $US48,700. All of these 
impressive efforts will be matched by the Macquarie 
Group Foundation. 

In China, staff chose to donate their funds to the 
China Red Cross and raised more than $US15,500. 
This donation will also receive matching support from 
the Foundation.

Staff also supported relief work being undertaken by 
the Cedar Fund ($US143), World Vision Hong Kong 
($US1240), Oxfam Hong Kong ($355), Australian Red 
Cross ($US4300) and the Hong Kong committee for 
UNICEF ($US477). 

These efforts underpin the generosity of Macquarie 
staff worldwide in their support for the communities in 
which we live and work. All staff who contribute to the 
relief efforts through recognised non-government 
organisations are eligible to have their donation or 
fundraising efforts matched by the Macquarie Group 
Foundation.

Having supported community programs for more than  
30 years, Macquarie remains a leading benefactor to the 
communities in which it operates. The Foundation’s 
long-term strategic partnerships strengthen this 
leadership position. 

One of the Foundation’s lighthouse relationships is with 
the Cerebral Palsy Foundation, which has established  
a Chair of Cerebral Palsy to oversee research into the 
disorder that affects an increasing number of children.  
A similar partnership has been established with the 
Schizophrenia Research Institute to create the  
Macquarie Group Foundation Chair of Schizophrenia 
Research positioning Australia in a leading role in 
international research. 

The Foundation’s $A2.2 million lighthouse partnership 
with the Juvenile Diabetes Research Foundation is 
furthering research into finding a cure for type 1 diabetes.

The Macquarie Group Foundation has been a long- 
term supporter of Social Ventures Australia (SVA).  
A recent three-year capacity building grant enabled  
SVA to launch a specialist consulting practice for the 
not-for-profit sector. 

The Foundation also enjoys important partnerships with 
the Australian Youth Orchestra, The Bionic Ear Institute, 
Bush Heritage Australia, Cure Cancer Australia, Inspire 
Foundation, MS Research Australia, OzHarvest, The 
Song Room and Youngcare.

CHALLENGE FOR 
BEARS CARE
Staff participating in the three and a half mile 
JPMorgan Chase Corporate Challenge in Chicago 
received moral support from their colleagues who 
prepared a barbeque and drinks at the finish line for 
the runners. Funds raised from the Challenge, 
including matching from the Macquarie Group 
Foundation, went to Bears Care. Bears Care 
supports programs that help to improve quality of life 
for disadvantaged children and their families in the 
Chicago area through education, youth athletics, 
medical research and health awareness.

The Glasshouse Mountains near Brisbane were the 
setting for One in Five’s Extreme Challenge which 
aims to raise awareness of the benefits of regular 
exercise for mental health. The Challenge allows 
participants to experience these benefits themselves 
by taking part in a long-term exercise program in 
preparation for the final trail run and raising money for 
the Mental Health Research Institute (MHRI) of 
Victoria. MHRI uses the funds to investigate more 
targeted and effective drug treatment for depression, 
bipolar disorder and schizophrenia. Having trained for 
several months with Ryan Warish, a member of One 
in Five’s Committee and a professional trainer, Leigh 
Matthews, from Macquarie Capital in Melbourne, 
completed the 30-kilometre Glasshouse trail run and 
raised more than $A35,000.

HANDS DIRTY

To raise money for Sydney’s homeless, hundreds of 
staff from the Banking and Financial Services Group 
and their families spent a night sleeping outdoors. 
Funds raised from the initiative will be used by Street 
Swag to buy bedding materials for the homeless.  
The sleep-out participants converged on Sydney 
Cricket Ground for a night of entertainment with live 
music, coaching sessions with Australian Football 
League and netball sporting stars, competitions and 
a charity auction before bedding down for the night in 
the stadium.

KIDSXPRESS expands
With three years’ funding from the Foundation, 
KidsXpress plans to expand its services to every 
state and territory in Australia. KidsXpress is an 
expressive therapy program for children experiencing 
difficulty, loss and trauma. The funding will help cover 
the cost of case management and high-level 
therapeutic input for 60 children. Macquarie staff 
have been active supporters of KidsXpress since its 
inception.

OPERA FOR UK 
HOMELESS
Streetwise Opera has launched in the UK to help 
homeless people move forward in their lives by using 
music to build their confidence, creativity and social 
networks. The Foundation’s funding will contribute to 
Streetwise Opera UK’s Streetwise Live program and 
its Annual Production. Staff from London will also 
volunteer at upcoming events.

LA’S ARTISTS
Funding is being provided to Inner City Arts in  
Los Angeles to help develop its Arts in the Middle 
program, directed to the needs of middle-school 
students failing to meet minimum literacy standards. 
Inner City Arts uses art, music, dance and drama to 
help improve the lives of students of Los Angeles’ 
most impoverished inner-city schools.

school GOODIE BAGS
The Macquarie Group Foundation has adopted the 
Seng Kang Primary School in Singapore and will 
supply goodie bags of tinned food, cooking oil, 
noodles, rice, milk, cereal and biscuits to 50 
students’ families over the coming year. The bags  
will be delivered monthly to the families as part of 
Food from the Heart’s mission to help feed families  
in need.

UPGRADES FOR YWCA
YWCA NSW supports people at critical times, 
providing them with skills to assist their return to the 
community. The Macquarie Group Foundation has 
provided capacity building funding to YWCA to help 
purchase a new financial software system to improve 
reporting, decision-making and financial 
management processes. In addition, staff from the 
Information Technology Group have provided 
significant pro bono support to the organisation.

UNLIMITED TORONTO
Youth in Motion’s Opportunities Unlimited internship 
program in Canada helps improve the employability 
of young, at-risk women in Toronto. The Macquarie 
Group Foundation’s funding will contribute to the 
program costs and help establish an Opportunities 
Unlimited Alumni component of the program.

BAKER HEART CHECKS

When Sarah Parkes, from Macquarie Private Wealth 
in Melbourne, suffered two cardiac arrests despite 
being 27 years old and healthy, she discovered the 
Baker Heart Research Institute. Sarah’s genetic 
condition is caused by an irregularity in the electrical 
system of her heart and she relies on an implanted 
defibrillator to keep a regular heart rhythm. To raise 
awareness of the work of the Baker Heart Research 
Institute, Sarah arranged for staff from the Institute to 
come to the Macquarie Melbourne office to conduct 
glucose and cholesterol tests and ECG scans on 70 
of her Macquarie colleagues. Cameron Eldridge is 
pictured above having a blood test. The patients 
received a summary of their testing results and met 
with doctors to discuss any additional steps required 
because, as Sarah emphasises, “if it can happen to a 
healthy, 27 year old female it can happen to anyone.”

WALK THE WALK

The Motor Neurone Disease (MND) Association of 
South Australia organised Walk to D’Feet MND to 
raise funds for client services and research to find a 
cure for the disease. MND is a debilitating disorder 
that affects the body’s muscle activity limiting 
speaking, walking, breathing and swallowing. The 
Adelaide office actively fundraises for the MND 
Association and completing the Walk to D’Feet MND 
at West Beach in Adelaide, they raised more than 
$A1000, including matching from the Foundation.

The 
particular program Michael raised money for, Hearth, 
aims to address child malnutrition problems.

A community-based initiative, 
Hearth uses healthy families as models for other 
families with malnourished children. It promotes the 
use of local solutions and empowers women to 
become the local leaders in the battle against 
malnutrition and child mortality. Michael trained for 
several months before completing the Triathlon and 
raised more than $S30,000, which will be matched 
by the Macquarie Group Foundation.

CHILDREN’S DAY 
DONATIONS

As part of the celebrations for China’s annual 
Children’s Day, staff from Macquarie’s Shanghai and 
Beijing offices raised money to support and sponsor 
disadvantaged and orphaned children from a rural 
area in the Sichuan province at the Sichuan 
Panzhihua Miyi County Deshi Central School. 
Sponsorship is arranged on a one-on-one basis at a 
yearly cost of RMB1000 per child, which covers all 
the food costs over the next 12 months. The funds 
raised by staff allows for the sponsorship of 20 
children from the school. These donations will be 
matched by the Macquarie Group Foundation. In 
addition, staff organised a collection drive and 
donated old clothes, shoes, books, toys and bedding 
to children in need.
